Scenarios for Live Fire Adjunct

Scenario one:

One room contents fire (Hell room). There will be a 1st floor safety, IC, Exterior Safety, RIT, Attack crew, 2 Apparatus Operators, and Ignition. There will be a minimum of two instructors during this time and they will fill in positions as needed that will allow them to see the students meet the objectives of the class. The attack crew will enter the burn building, searching with a TIC in order to investigate the report of trapped victim and suppress the fire. The purpose is for the students to find the victim with the TIC. This drill can be complete with Rosco smoke and an instructor can be used as a live victim. During Live Fire Training the hose dummy shall be used. All individuals are completing training in their assignments will conducting the drill.

Scenario two:

One room contents fire cathedral room. There will be a 1st and 2nd floor safety, IC, Exterior Safety, RIT, Attack crew, 2 Apparatus Operators, and Ignition. There will be a minimum of two instructors during this time and they will fill in positions as needed that will allow them to see the students meet the objectives of the class. The attack crew will enter the burn building, searching with a TIC in order to investigate the report of trapped victim and suppress the fire. The purpose is for the students to find the victim with the TIC. This drill can be complete with Rosco smoke and an instructor can be used as a live victim. During Live Fire Training the hose dummy shall be used. All individuals are completing training in their assignments will conducting the drill.

Repeat scenarios one and two, while moving the victim to different locations. Also, during this time allow students to rotate through, exposing them to different positions and using the TIC to track students while also using the TIC to find victims. Any drills from the FFI and FFII book can be used as long as Incident Objectives are written down and all proper documentation is complete.
